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The church community go through life
together as brothers and sisters. In
order to avoid panic in an emergency
situation, be sure to update regularly
about your current situation to the
Parish Priest and the faithful.

Also, try to get your family involved in
church community to help you stay
connected.

Please have your family and those who
care for you to read this guidebook. If
there is anything you don't
understand, please don't hesitate to
ask the Parish Priest or someone in
charge.

1. The Visitation y
of the Sick "

The sick person will receive the Lord's
blessing from the Priest and will pray
together.

During the Priest visit, the sacrament of
Penance, Anointing of the Sick, and
Eucharist shall be given.

Please don't hesitate to call a Priest to
administer the sacrament to the ill before
the condition worsens.

Please feel free to consult the Priest.
(Honorary payment is not necessary)

2. Emergency Baptism

For someone with serious medical
condition who wants to be baptized,
please invite a Priest to the sickbed for
emergency baptism. However, in
emergencies, when Priest is unavailable,
lay people can give the sacrament of
baptism to anyone who wants to be

baptized and must follow the same form.

Departed

If the person is seriously ill, or when the
faithful has departed, please contact the
church immediately. When it is unavailable,
please contact the person in charge of the
church ceremony department. We will refer
the matter immediately to the Parish Priest.

4 . Request a Funeral Home

If there is no specific funeral home
that you would like, we can introduce
you to a funeral service that is familiar
with Catholic memorial service.

9. Funeral Service Program

The bereaved family, the Priest, and the
funeral home will decide on the service
program, date and time of the wake and
funeral.

6. Liturgical Days When Funeral

Mass Cannot Be Celebrated
Funeral Masses may not be held on the
Lord's Day and other observable holidays.
(Nativity of the Lord, Three Holy Days,
Epiphany of the Lord, Ascension of the
Lord, Pentecost, Assumption of the Virgin
Mary, New Year's Day)

* Even on days when a funeral mass
cannot be held, if there are special

reasons, a funeral can be held with the
Rite of the Word.



7 . Interment / Grave

There's no set time or date for interment.
You can make an arrangement with the
Parish Priest for the date and time
regarding the interment of ashes. The
Toshima church owns a communal burial
ground in Catholic Fuchu Cemetery.
Cremated ashes can be interred by a
family members or church members. For
further information or clarification for
acquiring graveyards, please contact the
Toshima Church Cemetery Committee.

A Memorial mass service and a graveyard
visit is held every year at Fuchu Cemetery.

8. Funeral Church Donation
We are requesting for Church Donation
and compensation for the officiating Priest.

Honorary Payment for Priest ¥ 50,000

9. Death Anniversary/Memorial

Mass
There are no rules for when to hold a
Death Anniversary Celebration. But Death
anniversaries for each year and Japanese
customs celebrate a memorial mass on a
customary date. You can also offer a mass
for the deceased person. If desired, please
contact the Parish Priest.
Application envelopes are available at the
church.

10. Use of Church Facilities

Church= Funeral Mass, Farewell Ceremony,
Memorial Mass

Congregation hall = Waiting room on the
day / Gathering after collection of
ashes, etc.
We are open for consultation.

11. Ceremonial Services

In Toshima Church, we have the Department
of Funeral Services.

We will support and assist for the wakes and
funerals for those who have passed away.

We will make a request to choirs/ organist.
* The purpose of the church is to serve.

The Department of Funeral services,
individual organist and choirs do not
receive honorary payment.
